In 2014, Congress designated September 19th as National Service 
Coordinator Day to òRecognize the value of service coordinators in 
subsidized and other affordable housing communities for their work 
to promote and support economic self-sufficiency and independence 
for low-income families, older Americans, and persons with 
disabilities.ó   

 

Older Americans who are assisted by service coordinators experience benefits 
in their health outcomes and have the ability to age in-place as they become 
more frail, thereby delaying or preventing the transfer to a more expensive 
nursing home setting.   
 

Residents in subsidized and affordable housing communities having a service 
coordinator report higher satisfaction with their living environments and a 
heightened desire to be productive members of their communities.   
 

The profession of service coordination is dedicated to 
empowering residents to maximize their independence 
and self-sufficiency, holds residentsõ rights to self-
determination in the highest regard, and instills trust 
through maintaining high standards of confidentiality.
